o much has changed in our lives during the last couple of
Syears, due to COVID 19; even behaviour in our pets. In a re-
cent study, over 50% of pet owners found that their pet’s behav-
iour had changed from before the pandemic. Due to spending
more time at home because their workplaces are operating over
shorter hours, people have said that their dogs now demand con-
stant attention by following them around or by barking more than
before. However, on the positive side, owners enjoy more oppor-
tunities to increase the number of walks with their pet.

Here at ARK, while our animals still need to be cared for, fed and
exercised, while volunteers come in regular numbers to help, we
have had far fewer events compared to pre-pandemic years in
Japan, and of course no chances to travel abroad to international
conferences.

However, we are starting to look ahead. Like last year, we are
planning a late reunion and BBQ party to be held in autumn. We
have also been progressing with a project to digitalize ARK’s 30
year history as a pioneer in animal welfare in Japan. This will be
available to all in due course. And finally, again after a long wait,
we are starting to plan construction of the cattery in Sasayama.
Thank you to everyone who has waited so patiently for their dona-
tions to this project to be finally recognized.
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URINARY TRACT ISSUES & PRESCRIPTION FOOD FOR PETS Dr Yuko Nishiyama, DVM

What do prescription foods do?

These foods are used to alleviate symptoms of urinary tract is-
sues such as bladder infections, stones and crystals.

Several food manufacturers offer special foods of this type; some
offer a variety of them. These are the general characteristics:

* Mineral and nutritional content encourages the cat or dog to
increase fluid intake;

e Mineral and nutritional content curbs struvite and oxalic stone
production in the urine;

e Magnesium content is reduced to stop struvites forming.

Urinary Tract Issues

There are many types of urinary tract issues and bladder infec-
tions.

In some cases, bacteria gets into the bladder and causes an in-
fection which results in alkalinity of the urine. This, in turn, can
cause crystals to form.

In other cases, bladder inflammation can occur with bacterial
infections. If the animal does not drink enough, the urine will
become too concentrated, again causing crystals to form. Infre-
quent urination can also lead to bladder crystals.

In still other cases, the lining of the bladder becomes inflamed
even when no bacteria or crystals are present. Other health issues
may also have this effect. In some cases, it may be breed-specific
or simply part of a particular animal’s individual makeup. A condi-
tion known as “pelvic bladder”, in which the position of the blad-
der is not normal, or when the anastomotic sections of the ureter
and bladder are abnormal, can also cause bladder issues. In cats,
it is not unusual to find “urachal residual disease” in which the
tubes connecting the bladder to the umbilical cord before birth do
not completely close over afterwards. If the urethra is too short,
both male and female animals will have bladder problems.

We should also mention non-medical causes: overweight cats
may not be able to keep themselves clean after voiding their bow-
els or urinating, they may avoid using their litter trays because
they are not clean enough or the litter is not to their liking. Conflict
between cats in multi-cat households may also be a factor.

Treatment of Urinary Tract Issues

Your vet will first want to establish what is causing your pet’s uri-
nary tract issues so that the best course of action can be taken.
He or she will check for bacteria. If there are crystals, your vet will
need to know what type. Urinary alkalinity will be tested, as will
concentration. This is done by conducting a urine test. To assess
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the state of the bladder and kidneys and check for stones, imag-
ing (ultrasound and x-rays) may be indicated. Sometimes a blood
test and further detailed examinations will be required.

Treatment Options

Once the test results are attained and due consideration is given
to environmental factors, diet, fluid intake and toilet facilities, your
vet will usually approach the problem using several methods: if
bacteria is the cause, antibiotics will be prescribed; if there are
crystals present, a special diet and increased fluid intake will be
recommended. It may be necessary to change from dry kibble to
wet food, or at least to incorporate wet food into the diet. Prescrip-
tion food and medication will be required if the urine is alkaline.

What if the condition improves?

Let’s say that treatment is effective and the condition improves.
What then? We have to decide whether or not to continue with
prescription food for our pets and whether or not to continue un-
dergoing tests.

This is what | would normally do.

After two or three weeks, | would weigh the animal. Has it gained
or lost weight on its prescription diet? Then a urine test. How
are the pH levels, crystals, concentration and signs of inflamma-
tion? What do the bacteria cultures show? An ultrasound may be
needed to test for inflammation of the bladder wall and presence
of stones. | would also ask about the general state of the animal,
whether it liked the prescription food or not and how its toilet pat-
terns had changed. If everything was alright, | would recommend
continuing with the prescription food. If there was no improve-
ment, | would want to try a CT and further detailed testing.

After another month, | would want to test again, check for weight
gains or decreases and ask about its general lifestyle and prefer-
ences. | would do another urine test and ultrasound. | would be
keen to know about the pH balance, crystals and concentration.
In the absence of any problems, | would again recommend con-
tinuing with the prescription diet and do another set of scans in six
months. If the results were good, | would suggest continuing with
the food and coming back in a year for tests.

Reverting from prescription food to standard products

| would like to discuss the option of reverting to standard food
products if there is no recurrence after 2 months. | must stress
that this must be done with due caution. The following problems
may arise:

« Fluid intake decreases, causing urine to become too concen-
trated;

e Crystals form

e Urine becomes alkaline

Two or three weeks after reverting to standard food.

It is extremely important that the urine be tested. The pH balance
and presence or absence of crystals and signs of inflammation
must be noted.

If the results are not as hoped - the pH or alkalinity is too high, or
if crystals or inflammation is found, | would naturally recommend
going back to a prescription diet. If there were no problems, |
would recommend further tests after one month, then six. Tests
would always include urinalysis.

Please remember that the results will not only depend on food.
Improvements in the living environment will make a difference. |
mentioned the link between an unsanitary litter tray and bladder
trouble. Simply keeping the tray cleaner can be a very important
prevention tool. Increasing the amount of water drunk and de-
creasing stress are vital keys to success.

| would give the owner detailed advice on maintaining appropriate
levels by ensuring that the animal’s fluid intake did not decrease
and to monitor the number of times the animal urinated, etc. |
would also advise on the appropriate brand and type of food to
provide. | would normally recommend canned food to ensure ap-
propriate fluid intake. | would also want to examine the animal
after two or three weeks.

In a Nutshell: Urinary Tract Issues and Prescription Food

e There is no way to know whether or not an animal with urinary
issues will need to continue with prescription food throughout its
life or not;

* Try prescription food first. Treat with medication, too, but also
improve environmental factors;

¢ Have regular check ups with your vet;

« If you choose to revert to standard food, proceed with caution
and monitor carefully even in the absence of symptoms;

« If you choose a prescription diet, have an annual check up to
make sure there is no damage to the kidneys, heart, digestive
system or pancreas.

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Hounding Out Dog-Lovers

ne pays a price for fame - being invaded by people is one
Openalty, being inundated with unwanted pets is another. A
warning of some kind, a letter perhaps, or a phone call gives one
time to prepare. But many just arrive on the doorstep, accompa-
nied by slavering Doberman straining at the leash and expect us
to keep it. I'm not criticising the telly company or the fairly good
piece they did to put us on the map (albeit inaccurately, as many
lost visitors testify) but we were somewhat unprepared for the
overwhelming response we got. One would assume that the view-
er-rating for a programme shown after midnight on the subject of
stray dogs would be pretty low. Not so. And many of our callers
were people who switched on by chance - thousands, if not mil-
lions, watch TV regularly into the wee hours.

There are two types of callers: those who want to help in some
way and those who want you to help them. In the latter group it’s
difficult to weed out the genuine cases from the ones looking for
somebody or some place to off-load their problem (i.e. a pet of
some kind). Housing has become number one culprit in pet aban-
donment. Virtually every rented house or apartment in Japan for-
bids the keeping of pets. People dutifully sign the tenancy papers
containing this clause and then promptly forget it when their heart
goes out to some moggie or doggie. From then on they live the life
or fugitives, waiting for the dead of night before taking the dog (for
example) out for walks. A family | know in Minoo all used to get
up at 3 a.m., children standing guard at doorways and lift so that
father could smuggle the dog, wrapped in a blanket, out of the
apartment for his nightly pee. Quite a feat with a large desperate
canine. Inevitably the whole family became highly stressed from
this cocktail of sleepless nights and fear of neighbours’ reprisals
should they be discovered. Not surprisingly too, the dog became
thoroughly hyped and anti-social from this pantomime. Now with
me, he’s slowly becoming normal again.

Another man arrived with an eviction order in one hand and his
dog, Donkey, in the other — a rather ludicrous name for the most
perfectly mannered, immaculately brushed canine you could ever
meet. Her fate was sealed when she barked (only once) at the
gas man and a rotten neighbour reported it to the landlord who
threatened to have Donkey killed if she wasn’t removed. Another
kept five strays in a car beside a park in Osaka, until the city un-
ceremoniously told him to remove car and contents or else.

Apartments or houses allowing pets are snapped up instantly;
waiting lists of two years are not uncommon. Pet-phobia is grow-
ing. There are hundreds of persecuted animal lovers out there,
problem is they don’t know of each other’s existence otherwise
they could band together and fight the anti-animal brigade. Peo-
ple have rights to happiness and contentment in their lives and if
animals help to fulfil this they should be allowed too. It’s an estab-
lished fact that animals often ease loneliness especially amongst
the elderly — but even on these grounds pets are not allowed. Wit-
ness another case. A family bought (not rented) an apartment for
Grandma and one cat. They had to spend an extra million sound-
proofing the floor ‘in case’ the cat jumping around would disturb
the people in the flat below. Cat is aged 11 and Grandma is in her

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70s, hardly a combination to pose a menace to national peace. No
prohibitions however, on toddlers in tantrums nor drunken hus-
bands. Even piano torturers are more tolerated.

Of course many landlords see a relaxing of their stance as the thin
end of the wedge. There are ‘animal collectors’ who spoil it for
others by keeping menageries of matted moggies or flea-ridden
grubby mutts of indeterminate breed and gender. These types
are the most resilient, hard to eradicate because they believe
their ‘love’ over-rides what is in fact neglect. Evict them once and
they’ll pop up again in a new place with even more in tow. One had
me nearly weeping on the mat with her tales of wicked landlords
and her declining health, the result of years of court battles. When
| actually saw the airless prison in which she kept her ‘family’, my
heart switched over to the landlord who had put up with this ten-
ant for so many years.

Cities or municipalities behave as if the problem doesn’t exist or
at least they refuse to acknowledge it. They talk an awful lot about
greening the concrete, and when they can’t entice real birds to
share the pollution they have ingenious ways to simulate bird
sounds in underground catacombs. Why then, since they want
people to have more nature in their lives, don’t they encourage
those who want to, to keep pets, thus filling in the natureless gap
in their city lives?

People should be encouraged to take
pride in keeping pets properly, to care
for them correctly rather than face os-
tracisation and eviction. In the present
climate people out of fear or distress
dump them like garbage. The city for
its part picks them up and disposes
of them as such. All across the board
people close their eyes pretending the
problem doesn’t exist. But for the ani-
mals which experience the trauma of
being torn from security and love, of
being dumped on the street or a distant
mountain, or dragged to the hokensho
slaughter cells, the reality all too clearly
exists.

My name is Akiyama. | live in Tokyo and adopted Olly and Per-
dita from ARK. | haven’t been in touch since taking my dogs to
Nose for a one-day visit. | had the opportunity to make a speech
last year at the University for Senior Citizens and chose to speak
about Olly and Pardy in it, while presenting their photos.

| enclose the speech. | had wanted to let you know how they are
and would be delighted if you would read it.

“I want to speak to you about Olly and Perdy, and the shelter they
came from.

“The two dogs came to our home from a shelter called ARK. They
were four months old at the time and had been rescued with their
mother and 3 other siblings in Tamba Sasayama.

“Olly (left) is a
black and white
male; Perdy, a fe-
male, was white
with light brown
patches. Olly was
a size larger than
his sister (above),
but their stand up ears, curly tails and long legs are undeniable
proof that they are family! They really are two peas in a pod.

“Each morning, we would walk along the Tama River. People
passing us often commented on their beauty and asked about
their breed. | would always say “oh, they are just crossbreeds.
They were rescued as strays.”

“They actually were strays, but were so well behaved, perfectly
toilet-trained and would never steal food, no matter how delicious!
They not only looked alike, but even slept in exactly the same
position. They were two of a family of quintuplets, so | always felt
it was their DNA.

“They always loved playing with other dogs. They particularly
loved the base of Mt Fuji, where they met lots of canine friends.

“Olly and Perdy were
always gentle with our
grandchildren. We had
them before our grand-
children, so the latter
always loved them. Our
grandchildren lived a
long way away so they
couldn’t see each other
often, but whenever we
visited, we always took
the dogs. They were al-
ways in demand!

“They also loved each other. They didn’t even fight once! Even if
they were eating side by side, there would never be an altercation.
In fact, they sometimes even swapped bowls part way through
the meal. It was as if one said to the other “shall we swap?” - they
would both stop eating and just change places and start eating
again. It always made me smile: the food in both bowls was the

“Olly was particularly well endowed with brotherly love. When
Pardy was small and scared, Olly would watch her carefully and
protect her from dogs at the dog run that were too persistent
chasing her.

“It was pure joy for me to watch these wonderful creatures every
day. “Sadly, Olly passed away in September 2 years ago, leaving
Pardy and us behind.

“Pardy was terribly sad when Olly passed. She even started hav-
ing fits. At one stage, we thought we would lose her, but she re-
gained her health. The ordeal took its toll, and our Pardy really
aged. She lost her hearing, her eyesight and even her sense of
smell. Fortunately, she could still taste her food. Her legs are be-
coming weaker - walking even a few steps is a struggle. This dear
dog seems to take comfort from being beside me and sleeps be-
side me at night. | cherish every day with her.

“Please allow me to also tell you about the shelter Olly and Perdy
came from: Animal Refuge Kansai, commonly known as ARK.

“NPO Animal Refuge Kansai’s founder, Elizabeth Oliver, enjoyed
a visit to Japan and came here to teach English in 1968. While
teaching, she started rescuing animals. In 1990, she founded Ani-
mal Refuge Kansai (ARK). In 1999, ARK achieved NPO status. In
1995, the Hanshin Earthquake brought more than 600 animals to
ARK.

2. Approaching National and Local Governments

tion. In 2019, Eva acted as advisor to the Bipartisan Parliamentary
League in achieving amendments designed to reduce the number
of companion animals destroyed in public facilities.

3. Targeting Animal Cruelty

Eva has worked tirelessly to fight animal cruelty by the submission
of statements to the appropriate authorities and by offering advice
to daily inquiries concerning cruelty cases. When improvement
is not shown, Eva will consider taking pressing criminal charges
against the perpetrators.

We are firmly committed to raising the bar in animal welfare.
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Badger passed over Rainbow Bridge in autumn 2008 but he
continues to send his letter to ARK.

Everyday ARK receives messages by phone or mail from
people wanting to unload their pet onto us. Some actually
arrive on the doorstep with the pet in tow. What irresponsible
people you must think ? But think again. Not everyone is ir-
responsible. Often we are the last port of call after they have
tried all other options. lliness, age, death are often genuine
reasons, as are bankruptcy, loss of job, divorce among oth-
ers. We try to help in these kind of cases.

But now, however, there is a new problem of the opposite
kind, hidden under the cloud of Cover 19, scammers. Pan-
demic puppies, as I've mentioned before, have been flying off
the shelves to first-time pet owners, bored by having to stay
home all the time and wanting a cute puppy for company. To
feed this demand, several on-line services are offering pup-
pies at exorbitant prices to naive customers, as well as the
paraphernalia; collars, coats, etc; to go with them. Although
these “lists” state the sale of pet is prohibited in general, they
also state that rehoming with a “small adoption fee” is ac-
ceptable. The people that use these platforms are not just
one-timers with a puppy to sell, but hardened racketeers,
making piles of money in this business, and behind them
greedy, “no questions asked” breeders. And “no questions
asked” to people who pay any price to get hold of these pup-
pies, as to whether they are suitable adopters.

This is my warning. for what it’s worth; NEVER buy a puppy
or any animal, on-line, sight unseen. If from a breeder, make
sure you visit their home and meet the puppy’s parents. And,
are you sure you can take full responsibility for a puppy’s
upbringing and for the next 15 years of its life. Meanwhile,
shelters across the world are dreading the probable influx of
post-pandemic dogs.
